By Bus

By Train

The nearest station is Central Station. Exit the station from main door. Cross at the pelican
crossing, turn left. Turn right onto footbridge and walk 100 metres towards Belfast Hilton.
Turn left at Hilton, go downhill past Waterfront. Cross pelican crossing towards Laganside
Courts. Turn right. Go uphill pass Laganside courts for approx 300 metres. Cross pelican
crossing and walk approx 50 metres to pass Laganside bus station on your left. Custom
House Belfast is immediately in front.

Important Information about this Venue

The Custom House is situated in the centre of Belfast City, on the Laganside water front.
The building is distinctive due to its Victorian architecture of stand stone and granite
construction.

It is located directly behind the famous Belfast landmark the ‘The Albert Clock’.

A one-way system operates around Custom House Square. There are no parking facilities
directly connected to the Custom House.

Car parking is available in various locations around the ‘The Custom House’, with high rise
car parking facilities in both High street and also on Donegall Quay, (beside the Ulster Bus
depot).

There is also street parking situated in High Street, Waring Street, and Tomb Street on a
pay and display basis.
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
