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Directions 

 

By Train  

From Charing Cross: 

Come out of the station on to Strand. Turn right and walk along Strand for approx. 650 metres. 

Cross over Lancaster Place and turn right. The main Reception (Wellington Entrance) is a short 

walk on your left. From Euston: - Follow signs for the Northern line. Take the Northern line 

(southbound) to Charing Cross. Follow the directions from Charing Cross given above. From 

Kings Cross: - Follow signs for the Piccadilly line. Take the Piccadilly line towards Heathrow 

(westbound) to Covent Garden. Follow the directions from Covent Garden below.  From Liverpool 

Street: - Follow signs for the Central line. Take the Central line (westbound) to Holborn. Follow the 

directions from Holborn below.  From Paddington: - Follow signs for the Circle line. Take the 

Circle line (via Victoria) to Temple. Follow the directions from Temple below.  From Victoria: -  

Follow signs for the Circle line. Take the Circle line (eastbound) to Temple. Follow the directions 

from Temple below.  From Waterloo: - You can walk from Waterloo. It will take about 15 minutes. 

Come out of Waterloo station and at the bottom of the stairs turn left and go down into the foot 

tunnel, following signs to the iMax cinema. When you exit from the foot tunnel turn left. Take the 

second exit and walk up the slope. Halfway up take the tunnel under the road and follow the signs 

so that you come up on the East Side of Waterloo Bridge. Cross the bridge and you can see 

Somerset House on your right hand side as you walk over the bridge. The Wellington entrance is 

just as you reach the other side of the bridge.  Alternatively, you can take the Northern line 

(northbound) to Charing Cross and follow the directions from Charing Cross given above.  

By Underground  

From Holborn: - Turn left and walk down Kingsway. At the bottom of Kingsway cross over the 

road and then turn right along Aldwych. Walk around Aldwych until you come to India Place. Turn 

left and walk down the steps. Walk through to Strand and opposite you is the main entrance 

Somerset House.   

From Temple : -  

Turn right out of the station and walk along the Embankment. Cross the next road you come to, 

walk ahead towards Waterloo Bridge and go up the stairs when you are almost underneath the 

Bridge. When you reach the top, turn right and the Wellington entrance of Somerset House is a few 

feet ahead on your right.   

From Covent Garden: - Turn right out of the station and walk down to the main square. Turn left 

and follow the road round past the Royal Opera House. Turn left along Russell Street and then 

right into Wellington Street. Walk down the hill until you come to The Strand. Cross the road 

heading towards Waterloo Bridge and the Wellington Entrance of Somerset House is just on your 

left.
