The CISL Archive holds data relating to legacy CIS that was the live system between the dates of 1/8/1999 and 5/4/2007. 

The CISL Archive holds the following information:

1. Voucher data for the years 2004/05, 2005/06 and 2006/07.
2. Certificate details for all years.
3. Registration Card details for all years.
4. End of year details for the years 2004/05, 2005/06 and 2006/07.
5. Designatory details updated to 05/04/2010.
6. Migration to CISR details that took place in April 2007. 
In order to request details from the CISL archive you should send an e-mail to the following mail box:

You must advise what data you require and the reason why it is being requested. Data will only be e-mailed back direct to the requester and not forwarded elsewhere. You should allow up to five working days for your request to be actioned. Data will be provided to you in an Excel spreadsheet. 

To enable a search to take place, the following information will be required.

CIS vouchers,
· a Unique Taxpayer Reference (UTR) or Accounts Office Reference (AOR), 

· details of the period that vouchers relate to (minimum one month, maximum 12 months, both a start date and end date are required), and 

· whether the taxpayer was acting as a contractor or subcontractor 

· single voucher details can be provided by providing a voucher serial number. 

Tax Certificates and Registration Card details
· a subcontractor UTR is needed 

End of Year details 
· an AOR is required, and the year required (2005, 2006 or 2007) 

Designatory Information
· a UTR or AOR is required 

Migration Data
· a UTR or AOR is required 

Note that by requesting this data, you are confirming your responsibility to keep the data secure.
