Minimal processing list
(Referred to in ECPIT2090)

Products manufactured in Turkey from imported Third Country materials which undergo only minimal processing in that country will not qualify for traditional preferential tariff treatment and for export to the Community under cover of a Form EUR1/EUR-MED or an invoice declaration.

The following operations must be regarded as minimal:

· operations to ensure the preservation of imported merchandise in good condition during transport and storage (ventilation, spreading out, chilling, removal of damaged parts, and like operations)
· simple operations consisting of removal of dust, sifting or screening, sorting, classifying, matching (including the making up of sets of articles), washing, painting, etc for the sole purpose of improving the commercial presentation or marketable quality of the imported products
· repacking and the breaking up and assembly of consignments
· filling of bottles, flasks, bags, cases, boxes, fixing on cards or boards, etc and all other simple packing operations
· cutting up of fabrics, paper, etc imported in the piece or in rolls without producing finished articles
· affixing marks, labels or other like distinctive signs on third country products or their packaging
· simple mixing of like products, even if certain components of the mixture are community products
· simple assembly of parts or articles, mainly imported from third countries, to constitute a complete article and
· slaughter of animals.
Where a product undergoes two or more of these operations, the total treatment will still normally be considered as insignificant.
