	Faint Print

	Misaligned Print

	The forms need to be re-written if the employer is unwilling to reprint.

	If additional P14s are appropriate, they should be under cover of an additional P228



	NID


	National Insurance Discrepancy

The P228 and P14 NIC amounts clearly differ


	Scheme to be resubmitted with P228 agreeing P14 NIC amounts



	WVP


	Wrong Version P14

The P14 is not for the correct year


	The forms need to be re-written if the employer is unwilling to reprint.  If the incorrect NIC calculations have been used, a fresh P35 / P228 may also be appropriate



	INC


	Incorrect NIC calculations

The NIC calculations are clearly for the wrong year


	Amend the P14s using information from the P35, or advise us of the list number and date of any correction P228
