Credit / Debit Interest Indicator (CDII) 
The Credit / Debit Interest Indicator (CDII) signal is set on Quarterly Instalment Payment cases to instruct the computer not to calculate and charge Credit and / or Debit interest automatically.

The setting of the CDII signal to Y causes the AP to be made RFI or LA and also inhibits automatic repayment and reallocation.

The CDII signal may be set on an AP where the pursuit status is RFI, LA or LA-ENF by the operator using

· Function RAPP (Revise AP Pursuit)

Or

· Function MAPS (Maintain AP Signals)
