Input via terminal Input code 201, on IRIS, is the function which allocates company tax payments which have been received and banked locally in a Debt Management Office to OAS.

When the case appears on the Daily Statement Banking Operations use Function REAI (Direct Reallocation Into COTAX) to reallocate the payment from OAS to the company record.

Note:  When using this function it is important that the correct effective date of payment (EDP) is entered for each payment.
This function is also used to create a minus entry in OAS where a payment is returned by the bank as ‘uncleared’.  A corresponding plus OAS entry is created by removing the payment from the COTAX record using Function REAO (Direct Reallocation Out Of COTAX).  The plus and minus entries in OAS are then cross referenced.
