Quarterly Payer Signal 
The computer sets the Quarterly Payer signal to either ‘No’ or ‘Potential’ based on the value of the signal for the previous AP.

· If the previous AP was ‘No’, the next AP will be set to ‘No’

· If the previous AP was ‘Yes’ or ‘Potential’, the next AP will be set to ‘Potential’

The AP keeps its inherited value until

· The computer changes it to ‘Yes’ or ‘No’ automatically (by reference to the entry in the Quarterly Instalment Payments box on the return form) when return and self assessment details for a CTSA AP are captured using

· Function CRTN (Capture Rest of Return)

· You change it manually using

· Function MAPS (Maintain AP Signals)

Or

· RAMA (Record / Amend Assessment)

For a company’s first CTSA AP, the computer identified potential quarterly instalment payers by a separate process, as there was no previous value for the signal.
