Special Arrangement

The essence of a special arrangement for a particular employment is that it is available to all employers.  This is normally done in the case of organisations by the organisation negotiating the special arrangement then publicising it.

HMRC then includes it in guidance manuals so that staff are aware and can advise enquirers.

Special arrangements are voluntary and an employer is free to ignore them and apply normal PAYE
